5. Bylaws revision was discussed.  We should be able to have a proposed set of bylaws at the next meeting.  We decided to incorporate a process for removing chapter officers who are inactive in the chapter.
6. We discussed elections.  Andy said he would consider a proposal to make the chapter presidency a two-year term.  We decided to open nominations in September and have the election at the October meeting.
