MINUTES OF MEETING

2. The minutes of the September 22, 2005 meeting were read and approved as written.

3. The treasurer’s report was given.  There was a balance of $74.97 in the checking account and $4,065.13 in the savings account, for a total of $4140.10.  Expenses for the Emergency Nursing Update seminar were broken down as follows: Money received was $635, plus $40 still due.  Expenses were: $600 total honoraria, $22.67 for snack items offered during breaks, $230 for lunch catering, $112.50 for breakfast foods, making total expenses $965.17.  This gives a cost to the chapter of $290.17 for the seminar.  There is also a possibility of roughly $200 still being due for printing expenses, depending on how much is donated by the University.   
4. Nominations were opened and elections were held.  Our president-elect position is vacant.  Andy Tribble was the sole nominee for president for 2006.  Janet Townsend was the sole nominee for Treasurer, and Carol Rogers was the sole nominee for Secretary.  The slate of nominees was elected by acclamation.  

5. An educational presentation on Aftereffects of 9/11 was given by Tom Stumbaugh, who was present in New York City at the time. 
6. The meeting was adjourned.  The next meeting will be in Sedalia on November 17, 2005 at 6:00 PM.
