1. The meeting was called to order by Donna Pond.  
2. The minutes of the June meeting were approved by voice vote.

4. The status of the Fall Seminar was examined.

We decided to offer coffee, tea and water in urns.  The rosemary chicken breast was picked as the most desirable entrée item.  Coffee cake, fruit and bagels will be offered for breakfast.  Carol Rogers said she would check on the availability and cost of snacks.

5. The August 17 State Fair Injury Prevention booth was discussed.  Donna said we might have handout items at University Hospital and she will check on their availability.  She will also check with the Poison Control Center and DMV to see if they have handouts we could use.

6. We have had no response from the Columbia Police about gun locks and gun safety programs.  Donna said she would check with the county Sheriff’s Department.

7. It was announced that Lesli Ehlmann had sent an email saying she would be unavailable to serve as president in 2011.  Chapter officer and delegate nominations and elections were held.  Carol Rogers will be the 2011 president and Gordon Rogers will be the 2011 Secretary and Treasurer.  Delegates to the State Council will be Carol Rogers (automatically as president), Gordon Rogers and Donna Pond.  Staci Walters and Susan Scott will be alternate delegates.

8. Carol Nierling will offer a list of hospital contacts to mail seminar brochures to.  Andrew Spain was mentioned as someone who would have a good list of contacts also.
9. Donna said she would contact Diana Hobbs who helped sponsor our 2009 Emergency Nurses Day dinner at C.C. City Broiler to see if she could help again in 2010.

10. Staci Walters suggested we create a chapter shirt and asked if polo shirts or tee shirts were our preference.  This will be researched some more before a final decision is made.

11. A motion was made, seconded and passed to adjourn.
