REVIEW OF MINUTES:  Reviewed and approved.
 
TREASURY REPORT; Laura reported we have a grand total of $724.33 in our check book.  Also with the resignation of Shelly Keener as Treasurer, Tony Mitchell has agreed to assume that position.
 
PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  State Council Meeting was the 3rd of March at the Lake of the Ozarks Regional Med Center.   Laura, Tony and Chris attended.
 
The State Treasury had a total of $12,812.45 at this time and budget for this coming year was discussed.  Chairs and co-chair will meet independently and discuss their needs for this year.  Each chair and co-chair, plus committee members will meet before the next State Council meeting, which is the 19th of May.  
 
Review of the quality scorecard, which deals with topics as Education outreach, Nursing practice, Advanced practice, Marketing, Combined Clinical Conference, Government affairs, Communication, Course operation and Membership.  Goals had been met in most areas and some had been exceeded.
 
State membership had fallen to 552 from 575.  A drive to increase membership in the next couple of months.  Membership will determine how many delegates will represent our State at National.
 
Decision was reached for each chapter to purchase Quicken Home and Business and 2 GB flash drive for the Treasurer   Also under financial decisions It was recommended that all the chapters us the same bank thru out the state.   If you do not present receipts you will not receive any re-imbursement, and must be with in 30 days of event.   Audit every 3 years.   Overall goal was for each chapter to have their own laptop.  At this time money was not available in the State Treasury.
 
Lana B. and Debbie B.  will be the alternate delegates for the state meeting when Laura, Chris or Tony are not available.
 
NEW BUSINESS:  Primary Seat Belt Law, e-mails had been received from Carol and Joan with names of local and state representative to contact either by phone or email regarding the need to implement this life saving law.    Mo. Ranks among 50% of the states who have not yet enacted the law.  As individuals providing medical and trauma care we have the opportunity to help save an additional 90 lives each year if this is enacted.  Plus the untold number of people who will be saved from experiencing critical injuries from MVC’S.
 
House Bill 788 is Liability coverage for responders to an emergency with in the state.  So far this year Missouri has had 6 events.
 
TNCC UPDATE:  Chris will attend the update in Chicago in July.   Updates for state instructors will start in Oct and be completed by April of 08.
The new course will start officially in April.   Chris will receive $600.00 to finance this trip.  All arrangements will be her responsibility and receipts will be necessary for her to be re-imbursed.
 
TNCC/ENPC classes for Carthage   At the state meeting Jim Gilliam stated he had been contacted by Mccune Brooks in Carthage to do these classes.
Discussion at this meeting.  Laura will talk with there manager and discuss doing this class on a weekend and using it as a Chapter fund raiser.
 
St Johns will TNCC April 26th and 27th, and Freeman April 25th and 26th.
ENPC at Freeman is scheduled for the 23rd and 24thh of May.      The Advanced Trauma class scheduled for March 28th and 29th has been cancelled due to lack of participants.  Class is not cost-effective for 6-8 participants.  Next scheduled class will be in Sept.
 
Next Local Chapter Meeting will be on the 21st of May at St Johns
