	PRESIDENT’S REPORT

	
	Chris presented a summary of the Feb. 21, 2009 State Council meeting.
· Tony attended a meeting concerning a grant that the Missouri Institute of Mental Health and the University of Missouri have received to create an early intervention program for people with risky alcohol, tobacco, illegal drugs or abuse of prescription drug behaviors. The grant is from the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration for the implementation of Screening, Brief Intervention, Referral and Treatment (SBIRT) Projects. This will enable health care providers to recognize patients at risk for substance abuse and how to help them. The Missouri SBIRT (MoSBIRT) program has been awarded $13 million. The program will be implemented in March at Springfield’s Cox Health Urgent Care Centers and Heartland Health Care’s Emergency Department in St. Joseph. Members of the State Council expressed concern over the MoSBIRT program and how it will affect the ENA SBIRT program. The State Council will contact National ENA with its concerns.


	
	Sandy expressed concern about the cost of ENA classes, specifically ENPC. ENPC costs about $100.00 per person for indirect fees and books. This does not include cost for instructors and facilities. ENPC is not required for trauma certification. PALS does not have associated indirect fees and the books can be stored and checked out.  Thus, the books can be used for several participants. The concern is that institutions will stop offering ENPC and only offer PALS due to economic constraints. Sandy will express her concerns to Maureen Howard, the Course Operations Director at National.


	
	Course Operations 
· The State Council is looking at the need for additional faculty for the Springfield and Columbia areas. There was also concern about the restriction allowing a faculty member being able to monitor only one instructor candidate at a time. The State feels, especially when considering economics, that a faculty member should be able the monitor two instructor candidates at one time. 

· Chris would like to receive the Summary Performance Sheet and Instructor Candidate forms for each class.



	
	Primary Seat Belt Law
· Missouri is currently losing $13 to $22 million in grant funds by not having a primary seat belt law. A primary seat belt law was passed by the House and is now in committee in the Senate.

· Sandy and Dr. Dodson will represent SWMO at Jefferson City on Feb. 24th.

· Sandy will check with Michele Gibler about the possibility of receiving a discount and get the total costs for training.
