	Time Critical Diagnosis
· Dr. Dodson and Sandy represent SW Missouri on the Time Critical Diagnosis Committee.
· H.E.L.P. (Helicopter Early Launch Protocol) is currently under discussion. This protocol provides 911 operators with a list of questions to ask people at an injury accident to determine if a helicopter should be sent before EMS personnel arrive to evaluate the injuries. The questions are technical and use medical language. The concern is that lay people will not be able to answer the questions accurately. The result could be that helicopters are launched when not needed and not launched when needed.
