Opening prayer was conducted by Joan Eberhardt

Introductions:
Attendees introduced themselves to all present

Approval of Agenda:
Ginny Myerscough moved, with a second by Carol Petit, to approve the agenda as presented.  The motion carried.
Approval of Minutes:
Lori Davis moved to accept the minutes of the November 2007 meeting as presented.  Cheryl Phillips seconded the motion and the motion passed.

Treasurer’s Report and Budget Adoption: (see attached reports also)
There was discussion about the need for chapters to file timely reports using QuickBooks to the State Treasurer for submission to our accountant. Chapters were reminded that their purchase of QuickBooks will be reimbursed by the state council.  Cheryl Phillips moved, with Joan Eberhardt seconding, to adopt the treasurer’s report.  The motion was approved.
Jo Ann Coogan submitted a proposed budget, which was discussed and amended as attached.  Cheryl Phillips moved to adopt the budget as amended.  After being seconded, the motion was approved.
Scholarship Announcement:
Ginny Myerscough announced the new member winners of scholarships to the 2008 Combined Clinical Conference.  They are: Lisa Knight (SEMO), Kim Kolks (St. Louis) and Brian Talken (Central).
Chapter Reports:

Central:
Gordon Rogers reported for the Central Chapter that meetings have been held monthly since January with generally good attendance.  The chapter is working on a seminar to be held in the fall, intended to be a one day, inexpensive learning experience.  The chapter also intends to do injury prevention work in southern Boone County where there has been a high incidence of youth deaths relating to driving.
Crescent:
Chris Hoag-Apel reported that the Crescent Chapter has held its first newly updated TNCC class at St. John’s in Joplin, and the second one will be in April.
Kansas City:
Teresa Coyne reported that they have sent two members to the Leadership Conference.
Ozark:

Jim Gillam reported that the Ozark Chapter had a CEN review course with 14 participants, and that they have had TNCC courses using the newly updated classes.  Cox is gearing up for ENPC.  The chapter Bowl-o-rama will be 3/17/08, and in May they will have their annual recognition awards
SEMO:
Sarah Foote reported that SEMO has four TNCC courses this year, with 23 attending in February and 18 so far signed up for April.  The Bootheel is expressing interest in the chapter.  They have two nursing student members, one paramedic and one LPN.  They had a mixer in January with 16 people attending, and they now have $6,766 in their treasury.
St. Louis: (see attached report also)
Carol Pettit reported that the St. Louis Chapter’s February meeting was snowed out, but they had a good Christmas party.  They plan to start a local newsletter which Jean Fogarty will be coordinating. 
Committee Reports:
2008 Committee Adjustments:
Brenda Butler announced that Joan Eberhardt and Chris Hoag-Apel will work on CATN.  Chris Hoag-Apel announced that Tony Mitchell may wish to become chair of the Injury Prevention Committee and Brenda encouraged her to ask him to apply.  Cheryl Phillips and Lori Davis expressed interest also if Tony does not want to chair the committee.  Annette Behney was appointed as co-chair of the Newsletter committee by Brenda Butler, and Brenda also appointed Teresa Coyne as chair of the Marketing/PR committee.
Combined Clinical Conference: (see attached report also)
Joan Eberhardt announced that the upcoming conference is mostly arranged except for MEMSA’s contributions.  Missouri’s Board Liaison (Tiffiny Strever) and the National ENA president (Denise King) will be at the conference. 

Course Operations:
Helen Sandkuhl announced that we have 220 TNCC instructors, of whom 193 were updated – over 200 were updated if counting updates done for instructors in border states.  She announced that there needs to be one-on-one faculty to instructor-candidate ratios when monitoring candidates.

Government Affairs: (see attached report also).  
Carol Pettit reported that Title VIII nursing student funding has still not been funded.  She requested that chapters send the names of their Government Affairs chairs to her.  Carol and Cheryl Phillips were appointed as key contacts on the Emergency Nurses 411 Program to act as liaisons to representatives and senators and to their health affairs staff.  Chris Hoag-Apel added to the report that she has heard reports that Missouri DFS is using HIPAA to justify not contacting law enforcement about abused children, and that their motivation for this is due to a directive to remove fewer children from their homes because of budgeting reasons.  She also reported that DFS staff are frequently not coming to ERs when requested to do so.
Communications: (see attached report also).  
Lori Davis reported that submissions for the next newsletter are due April 1, 2008.  She requested that written chapter and committee reports be sent to her.  Cost changes for the newsletter were discussed in the budget adoption discussion and are reflected in the adopted budget.

Injury Prevention:
Brenda Butler announced that in Arkansas a person can now be stopped and ticketed for smoking in a car with a child six years old or under or less than 60 pounds.

Marketing / PR:
Diane Epple entertained a discussion of how better to host the administrative luncheon.  Consideration was given to hosting it in conjunction with Association of Nurse Executives meetings or in multiple geographic locations.  No motions or firm decisions were made.
Membership:
Ginny Myerscough announced that we now have 630 members.  Chapter assignments are designated by zip codes.  Our last membership survey was in 2006.

Nurse Practice/Advanced Practice: (see attached report also)
Janet Kaminsky reported that the big issue is still prescriptive authority.  It was suggested that we sign a letter of support to MONA as an organization in support of this proposal.  It was moved to check with National ENA to see if they were aware of any contraindications to signing on as an organization to this proposal and if not, to proceed to do so.  This motion carried.

There was discussion about CMS defining rules for emergency nurses caring for boarded patients with mention that CMS requires that medications due on a particular hour must be given within 30 minutes before or after that hour.  There was also discussion about Missouri Nurse Practice Act rules on standing orders and protocols.

Compliance: (see attached report also)
Joan Eberhardt named members of a new Compliance Committee, with those members being Gail Carroll, Lori Davis, Gordon Rogers, Ginny Myerscough, Diane Epple, Sarah Foote and Terra Aufdenberg.  She stated that a meeting date in April would be coordinated with the members, with a report to be given to the May meeting of the State Council.
Old Business and Announcements:
The 2007/2008 Quality Scorecard was reviewed and modifications made.
Jim Gillam announced four TNCC instructor courses in Greece in a two week period.  Greece is the newest venue for the internationalization of TNCC.  

Joan Eberhardt announced that the scouting visit to Kansas City seeking a site for the National EMS Memorial occurred and that the reviews offered were positive.
Everyone was reminded to review all the candidates for the National ENA Board of Directors and to vote for the best ones.

New Business:
Brenda Butler distributed packets containing proposed Missouri State Protocols for Forensic Investigation for review.  Finalization of this material is imminent.  Members were requested to review the packets with an eye towards any final improvements that might be made.
