It was determined that a quorum was present.

Opening prayer was conducted by Joan Eberhardt

Introductions:
Attendees introduced themselves to all present

Approval of Agenda:
The agenda was presented by Brenda Butler and was adopted by a voice vote of the State Council.
Approval of Minutes:
A motion was made to accept the minutes of the March 15, 2008 meeting with the following changes: a spurious sentence about a scholarship program was removed from the KC chapter report, the number of TNCC instructors who went through the update course was corrected, and Sarah Foote and Terra Aufenberg were added to the list of Compliance Committee members after their names were inadvertently left off.  The amended minutes were approved by a vote of the state council. 
Treasurer’s Report: (see attached report also)
Jo Ann Coogan reported that the 990 was sent in to our accountant on time.  She stated that Cinda Rodgers, our accountant, reported that the IRS has received our letter requesting abatement and has stopped assessing any new penalties while taking our request under consideration.  Jo Ann also distributed a written list (attached) of chapter president and treasurer responsibilities which need to be followed to keep the state council as well as the chapters in compliance with all reporting and accounting guidelines.  Joann also said that chapters can report all their financial information through her – she needs some information for her own duties and she will see that all appropriate information is forwarded to our accountant also.   She also said that each chapter needs to arrange for their monthly bank statements to be sent to her also, and that all chapter accounts should be at Bank of America. Any 1099s and 1096s should be sent to the State Council Treasurer.  
There was a motion by Pat Clutter that all receipts given to the Treasurer should be submitted in a scanned, electronic format for ease of processing by the Treasurer.  The motion was seconded by Lori Davis and after discussion, it passed. 
Jo Ann also requested that every person, chapter, committee, or other sub-entity of the Missouri ENA who is in possession of any Missouri ENA equipment or physical assets should report those items to her, including to the extent possible serial numbers, dates of purchase and amounts paid.  A motion was made, seconded and passed to accept the Treasurer’s report.

Chapter Reports:

Central:
Gordon Rogers reported that the planned fall seminar is on track to happen on September 19.  The auditorium at the Harry S Truman VA hospital has been reserved for that day.  Speakers are almost completely lined up.
Crescent:
Chris Hoag-Apel reported that the Crescent Chapter met the Monday after the last state council meeting.  They have planned CATN, TNCC and ENPC courses along with a Shock Seminar.  
Kansas City:
Teresa Coyne reported that they had their annual Spring Training in March, and will have an October CEN review course presented by Pat Clutter.  The brochure for that is on the Kansas City Chapter web page.  Teresa is compiling an area managers list.  Joan Eberhardt mentioned that the MO Hospital Association may be a good resource to help with that project.  Teresa announced that chapter member Jeff Eye is on a national ENA recognition task force for excellence in emergency departments.  Docudramas have been held in Odessa, Park Hill, and Smithville.
Ozark:

Jim Gillam reported that the Ozark Chapter participated in their annual Nurse Award Banquet, encompassing multiple disciplines of nursing on May 6th.  They have many ENPC and TNCC courses planned.  The chapter Bowl-o-rama happened on 3/17/08.

SEMO:
No report.  It was announced that SEMO has been busy working with Parents As Teachers.
St. Louis: (see attached report also)
Carol Pettit reported that the St. Louis Chapter is considering new ways of raising funds.  They have had to cancel one TNCC class due to a lack of interest.  They have begun planning for an ENA banquet.  They have done a docudrama and are partnering with East Central Regional EMS to hold a conference in September.   
Committee Reports:
Combined Clinical Conference: (see attached report also)
Joan Eberhardt announced that Denise King, national ENA president, will speak at the upcoming conference.  The MO ENA is fully organized for the conference.  MEMSA inquired about partnering in our Awards Banquet.  Helen mentioned that we have been considering having the banquet in conjunction with a boat ride, rather than in conjunction with the state council meeting, and there was discussion about this.   There was a motion by Lori Davis to proceed with this plan, having the state council meeting Thursday August 14, followed by the banquet/boat ride with an educational presentation at 7:00 PM.  The motion was seconded and approved. 

There was discussion about whether children would be allowed on the boat cruise.  

Teresa Coyne moved, with a second by Joan Eberhardt, to prohibit children under 18, and the motion carried.  Pat Clutter moved, with a second by Helen Sandkuhl, to get an announcement about signing up for the Banquet and boat cruise into the Combined Clinical Conference brochure.   This motion passed.
Course Operations:
Helen Sandkuhl announced that we had more than 85% of our instructors updated in TNCC.  She requested that course directors email her to let her know the most missed questions on the new TNCC written exam.   She made the following announcements: 
· That the number of CEUs for the new TNCC course has changed due to the change in how CEU units are calculated.  
· That non-RNs taking the courses must be listed as participants in order to attain the CEUs they are entitled to.  

· That if anyone is interested in participating in international courses, they should get their CV to Donna Massey at National.  

· That people doing the one day ENPC re-verification must be current providers. 

· That National has provided each state affiliate with a $1000 grant for scholarship assistance in providing TNCC courses.

There was discussion about the allocation of scholarship monies for TNCC.  Helen announced that she had received two applications even before there has been publicity of grant assistance, with one request being for a significant portion of our total budgeted assistance.  Teresa Coyne moved that we restrict grant assistance to a maximum of $500.  This was seconded by Michael Curry, and the motion passed.  

Helen made a motion that it is the sense of the state council that all members should read and respond to their state council related emails and other communications at least by the Friday of every week, due to the difficulty of doing business when members don’t answer emails.  Joan Eberhardt seconded this, and the motion carried.  
There was discussion of a case presented by Helen in which two people had checked off instructor candidates in a TNCC course in the absence of state faculty.  She said there should be one state faculty for each instructor candidate being monitored.  National guidelines say that if the state president and the course operations chair agree in advance, then they may appoint interim faculty for this purpose, although this had not happened in the case she was presenting.
Government Affairs: (see attached report also).  
Carol Pettit reported that Title VIII budget eliminated all funding for advanced practice nursing education, and that trauma EMS funding has been unfunded since 2005.  She announced that the helmet law repeal was unsuccessful, and the APN prescription bill passed.  Joan Eberhardt announced the untimely death of Dr. Bill Jermyn and said that an online memorial to him has been posted at: http://www.dhss.mo.gov/EMS/Tribute.pdf.      

Communications: (see attached report also).  
Lori Davis reported that she needs chapter and committee reports turned in to her on time.  Submissions for the July newsletter are due July 1, 2008.  She requested that written chapter and committee reports be sent to her.  Cost changes for the newsletter were discussed in the budget adoption discussion and are reflected in the adopted budget.

Injury Prevention:
Tony Mitchell announced that he needs people to send him numbers of hours spent in injury prevention activities around the state.  Lebanon had 150 students given seat belt awareness education by the Ozark Chapter.  There are issues with MO DOT still not acknowledging ENA or using its name in the Battle of the Belt publicity that they use.  
Marketing / PR:
Diane Epple submitted a sign-up sheet for everyone to put their shirt size on, so the information will be available even for people who might not be present at a meeting when shirts are decided on.  After discussion, no change was proposed in the provider for our giveaways at the Combined Clinical Conference.
Membership:
Ginny Myerscough announced that we now have 665 members.  31 memberships expired and there were 43 new members in the last quarter.  She reminded everyone of the availability of an introductory CD for new members.  Joan Eberhardt, seconded by Teresa Coyne, moved that MO ENA pay $50 for any new member who pre-registers for the Combined Clinical Conference and joins ENA there.  
Pat Clutter raised the question of whether categories in the point system should have caps on the points that can be earned for them.  She moved that caps be removed, and Lori Davis seconded this.  The motion carried.

Nurse Practice/Advanced Practice: (see attached report also)
Janet Kaminsky reported that the American Heart Association has added a new course called PEARS, which will compete more directly with ENPC.  There was discussion about the MO State Board’s system for nurses to sign up as being interested disaster relief work when they renew their licenses.  It was suggested that emergency nurses should be strongly represented on the list.  The committee wrote a letter of support to MONA on MO ENA’s behalf about the APN prescription bill, which passed.
Compliance: (see attached report also)
Joan Eberhardt presented the committee roles as settled on during its first meeting and announced the committee will meet next at 9:00 AM on June 28 at Lake Regional Hospital.  She presented a list of proposed revisions to our bylaws that was adopted at the initial Compliance Committee meeting. Lori Davis, seconded by Teresa Coyne, moved to propose the adoption of the bylaws revisions, and the motion carried.  The proposed changes will be carried to the individual chapters for discussion and will be voted on at the August state council meeting.
Old Business, New Business and Announcements:
Brenda Butler announced that the National EMS memorial will be built in Colorado rather than Kansas City.  
Brenda also announced a conference call system proposed by David Westman for our consideration in assisting in state council meetings.  Concerns about the system mentioned were the lack of resources to support the system at Lake Regional Hospital meeting rooms and the difficulties of using such a system in view of the length of our meetings.  No motion was proposed after the presentation.
Ginny Myerscough presented the results of the membership survey (attached).  

Joann Coogan proposed adopting a piggy bank to be passed around at every state council meeting and at other functions of the state council to facilitate donations to ENAF.  The piggy bank was passed around and donations were made using it.
Jim Gillam announced that a Springfield nurse is doing her master’s thesis on emergency nurses and care of the indigent, and would be assisted by having the use of a mailing list of our members.  After discussion and after stating that this nurse is an ENA member, it was decided that she should contact Brenda to arrange the use of the mailing list.
Brenda Butler announced that she had a DVD of National Board candidates which anyone present could view immediately after the meeting.  She also reminded everyone that candidate CVs and a brief answer to a standardized question can be viewed at the National ENA website.  
Adjournment:
A motion to adjourn was made and seconded, and after an affirming voice vote the meeting was adjourned by Brenda Butler.
