There were no further applications from which to choose alternate delegates.

Tiffiny Strever announced that there are several new bylaws amendments being proposed for consideration by the National General Assembly and that delegates should read them carefully and be prepared for debate, and members should make their thoughts about them known to their delegates.

It was announced that Missouri has seven members who joined long enough ago that their membership number is only four digits long – Pat Clutter, Teresa Coyne, Gail Carroll, Jan Kaminsky, Ginny Myerscough, Carol Pettit and Helen Sandkuhl.  Congratulations were extended to these members.

It was announced that there were a few tickets still available for the boat cruise.

Nominations and Election:
The floor was opened for nominations for office for 2009.

Brenda Butler, Tony Mitchell and Lori Davis were nominated for the office of President.  Gordon Rogers was nominated for the office of Secretary, and Jo Ann Coogan was nominated for the office of Treasurer.  
Approval of Minutes:
A motion was made to accept the minutes of the May 17, 2008 meeting with the following changes: a spurious sentence about adding an award category was removed from the Communications committee report, and the date of the next newsletter and its deadline were changed.  The Nurse Practice/Advanced Practice report was changed to reflect that the PEARS course has already been implemented by the AHA.  The amended minutes were approved by a vote of the state council. 

Treasurer’s Report: (see attached report also)
Jo Ann Coogan reported that our new account was opened and the old one will close in one month.  She said if anyone is using a Tax ID number starting with the digits 31, that belongs to the National ENA.  Our state number, which is the one we should be using, starts with the digits 20.

Jo Ann also announced that Missouri ENA would not be assessed any penalties by the IRS for tax reporting deficits.  She also announced that the IRS will allow $75.00 per day in per diem expenses for attending conferences, independently of hotel and travel expenses.  A motion was made and passed to allow each delegate $75.00 per day in per diem expenses plus lodging and travel expenses, not to exceed $800.00.  Mileage reimbursement for those driving will be equivalent to the federal level, which is currently $0.585 per mile.  It was moved and approved that no disbursements to reimburse delegate expenses would occur before the General Assembly itself.

Chapter Reports and Committee Reports:
Chapter and Committee reports were deferred due to time considerations.  Those reports that were submitted in written form are attached.
Gail Carroll announced that a Cox Hospital security guard had been kicked in the head on the job by a prisoner who was a patient in their Emergency Department and died from the injury a week later.  

It was announced that new proposed rules on staffing guidelines and addressing the capabilities of Unlicensed Assistive Personnel are available online at the Missouri Government Register.  The current code that would be affected is viewable online at:
